FOREWORD

Kirjutades neid ridu, mis tahavad sisse juhatada meie
2007. aasta aruanderaamatu, on see aasta ise juba
ajalooks saanud. Kindlasti tohime &elda, et ldhiaja-
looks, mida peaksime hasti médletama. Aga kas see ikka
on nii? Uhe tegemisi ja toimetamisi tais aasta jooksul
juhtub ju nii m@ndagi. Nii igapdevatddd tehes kui ka
isiklikus plaanis. Ega olegi just palju vGimalusi tksikas-
jaliseks maletamiseks ja, miks ka mitte, hinnanguteks.
Kéigem siis veel kord koos labi tddd, tegemised ja juh-
tumised niitid juba minevikuks muutunud aasta jooksul.

Patendiamet on tegutsenud 15 aastat. Mdistagi pole
meil vdimalik ennast vdrrelda aastakimneid ja ka
rohkem tegutsenud ametitega. Ometi on neid todaas-
taid piisavalt, et pdris hdsti ndha, mis on tublilt korda
ldinud ja mis pole vélja tulnud nii, nagu oleksime taht-
nud. Muide, maailmas on 193 riiki ja enamikul neist on
olemas ametkonnad, kes teevad t66d toostusomandi
diguskaitse valdkonnas. Enda v@rdlemine teistega, kui
seda ka vdga tahame, ei tundu ilepea mdistliku tege-
vusena, sest asjaolud on riigiti vdga erinevad.

Meie patendiamet on té6stusomandikaitse 1883. aasta
Pariisi konventsiooni mdttest lahtudes taielikult iles
ehitatud. On loodud ja toimib té6stusomandi Gigus-
kaitseks vajalik seaduste ning nende alamaktide baas.
Me jalgime tdhelepanelikult maailmas selles valdkon-
nas toimuvat, omi seadusi vastavalt vajadusele muutes
ning tdiendades. Asjaajamise tavasid ja ka selleks
vajalikku aega arvestades tundub, et muudatuste ning
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At the time of writing these lines introducing Annual
Report 2007 the year has already become history. For
sure we may say it has become recent history we
should remember well. But is it really so? Several
things can happen both in everyday working life as well
as in personal life during one year full of activities.
Ther are not many possibilities to remember in detail
and why not to evaluate. Let us once more go through
the activities and events of last year, which have
become history already.

The Estonian Patent Office has operated for 15 years.
Of course we cannot compare ourselves with the
offices, which have operated for decades and even
longer. But we have enough years of operation to see
well what have been the achievements and what has
not come out as well as we expected. However, there
are 193 countries in the world and most of them have
offices operating in the area of legal protection of
industrial property. Comparison of ourselves with the
others, even if we wish to do so, does not seem to be
very sensible as the circumstances are so different.

Our Office has been fully built up proceeding from the
idea of the Paris Convention for the Protection of
Industrial Property (1883). The basis of the acts and
sub-acts for legal protection of industrial property has
been formed and it functions. We are attentively fol-
lowing what is going on in this area in the world,
changing and amending our laws according to the
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paranduste tegemiseks laheb Eestis vaja vahem aega
kui nii moneski teises riigis. Eesti vitab oma patendi-
ameti kaudu tdievolilise lilkmena osa nii Maailma
Intellektuaalomandi Organisatsiooni kui ka Euroopa
Patendiorganisatsiooni tegevusest. Patendiameti esin-
dajad
Organisatsiooni poolt hallatavate erialaliitude juha-

on valitud Maailma Intellektuaalomandi
tustesse. Patendiamet teeb jarjest siivenevat koostodd
Pohja- ja Baltimaade ametitega. Igal aastal toimub
kaks ametite peadirektorite korralist tdokoosolekut, kus
arutatakse pooli huvitavaid kiisimusi, nende hulgas
kahtlemata ka koostddd rahvusvahelises plaanis.
Riikide, nende majanduste ja ka patendiametite
moningastest erinevustest hoolimata on meil palju
tihist. Uhise keele leidmine olulistes kiisimustes pole
olnud raske.

Patendiameti esindajad votavad osa kaubamargi- ja
patendi-tdorihmade tegevusest, mis samuti leiavad
aset P6hja- ja Baltimaade ametite koost60 raames.

Patendiamet on tdielikult varustatud niitidisaegsete
infotehnoloogiavahenditega. Tanapdeval oleks dpris
raske ette kujutada, et vdiks kuidagi teisiti. Aga alus-
tasime ja tegime kunagi tdpselt sama t66d, mis prae-
gugi, seadmeteta. Kdike saab ja vdib, aga nii nagu
praegu, on kahtlemata kergem. Tdsi, mahud on kas-
vanud.

Kaubamérkide registreerimise ning kasutamise, aga ka
antud valdkonnas oma diguste kaitsmisega on asjad
Eestis korras. Olgu siinkohal veel kord mainitud, et
20.-30. aastail, Patendiameti eksisteerimise kahekim-
ne aasta jooksul, registreeriti Eestis 6587 kaubamarki.
Tanapdeval, ameti tegutsemise kuueteistkiimnendal
aastal on kaubamaérkide registrisse kantud 30 777
kaubamarki.

Leiutiste Oiguskaitse puhul kdoneleme patentimisest
ning kaitsest kasuliku mudelina. Ka sellel alal on rdo-
mustavaid, kuigi suhteliselt siiski tagasihoidlikke
nihkeid. 2007. aasta |Gpetasime 1369 registris oleva
patendiga ning 402 kasuliku mudeliga. Kaitstud on
seega 1771 leiutist. Kui heita pilk ajalukku, siis vastu
vaatab midagi sarnast: 20.—30. aastail andis Patendi-
amet vélja 2931 patenti. Leiundust on niitidisaegsete
numbrite jargi siiski raske hinnata, sest kindlasti
patenditakse ka otse mujal maades, kus see on majan-
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needs. Taking into account the administration customs
and the required time it seems that it takes less time in
Estonia to make changes and amendments than in sev-
eral other countries. Estonia via the Estonian Patent
Office takes part in the activities of the World
Intellectual Property Organization and the European
Patent Organization as a full member. The representa-
tives of the Estonian Patent Office have been elected to
the Boards of special unions administered by the World
Intellectual Property Organization. The Estonian Patent
Office has close cooperation with the offices of the
Nordic countries and the Baltic states. Every year two
working meetings of the director generals are held,
where interesting issues, including international coop-
eration are discussed. Despite of the difference of the
states, their economies and the patent offices we have
a lot in common. It has not been difficult to find a com-
mon language in essential issues.

The representatives of the Estonian Patent Office take
part in the activities of the trademark and patent work-
ing groups in the framework of cooperation between
the Nordic countries and the Baltic states.

The Estonian Patent Office is fully equipped with mod-
ern information technology equipment. Nowadays it
would be rather complicated to imagine it in a different
way. But when we started we did the same work with-
out any equipment. For sure everything can be done,
but it is undoubtedly easier now. Obviously the volumes
have increased.

Registration and the use of trademarks as well as pro-
tection of rights have been well arranged in Estonia. It
should be mentioned that in the twenties and the thir-
ties, during two decades of the existence of the
Estonian Patent Office 6,587 trademarks were regis-
tered. Nowadays in the 16th year of its operation
30,777 trademarks have been entered into the register
of trademarks.

In case of legal protection of inventions we speak
about patenting and protection as a utility model. Even
in this area pleasurable, although quite modest, shifts
can be seen. We finished 2007 with 1,369 patents in
the register and 402 utility models. So, 1,771 inven-
tions have been protected. If we have a glimpse in the
history we can see something similar: in the twenties
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duslikult otstarbekas. Eesti registrites leidub ka 1540
Euroopa patenti.

Patendiametis on ellu kutsutud véikeettevotjate ndus-
tamise talitus. Selle tlesanne on koolitusirituste kor-
raldamine nii ametis endas kui ka Eesti eri paikades.
Seminare on peetud Pdlvas, Parnus, Johvis, Rakveres ja
Kuressaares. Meie tegevuse mdningane elavnemine
annab tunnistust, et seminaridest on olnud kasu.

2007. aastal avasime portaali kaubamarkide registree-
rimise e-taotluste vastuvdtmiseks. Samuti lasi Paten-
diamet kéiku patentide ja kasulike mudelite ning
Euroopa patentide avalikud andmebaasid taiskirjeldus-
tega. Loivutulusid laekus 34 100 551 krooni. Tegevus-
kuludeks oli meil kasutada 19 821 700 krooni.

2007. aasta, nagu eelmisedki aastad, oli tdis mitmesu-
guseid tdéid ja tegemisi, millega meie pere edukalt
toime tuli. Siinjuures ei tohi unustada ka kaadri
moningat voolavust.

Jdatkame samas vaimus. Majandusarengu aeglustumi-
ne ei tohiks leiundusele pérssivat mdju avaldada.
Vastupidi, ebasoodsamad majandusolud on leidlikkust
harilikult soodustanud. Kuidas see meil Eestis saab
olema, nditab lahitulevik.

and the thirties the patent office granted 2,931
patents. It is difficult to evaluate inventing according
to modern numbers, because for sure inventions are
patented directly in the other countries, where it is
economically expedient. There are 1,540 European
patents in the registers of Estonia.

Small-Sized Enterprise Support Division has been estab-
lished in the Estonian Patent Office. Its task is to arrange
training events both in the office and in different places
of Estonia. There have been seminars in Pdlva, Parnu,
Johvi, Rakvere and Kuressaare. Livelier activities prove

that there has been use of the seminars.

In 2007 we opened a new portal for filing electronic
applications for registration of trademarks. The
Estonian Patent Office has now public databases of the
European patents, patents and utility models with full
descriptions. The revenues of 34,100,551 kroons came
from the fees. We had 19,821,700 kroons for opera-
tional costs.

The year 2007 like the previous ones were full of dif-
ferent work and our staff managed with it successfully.
However, we should not forget the flow of the staff.

We will continue in the same way. Slowing down of the
development of economy should not have a braking
effect on inventing. Vice versa, unfavourable economic
circumstances have been in favour of inventiveness.
The nearest future will show us how it will be in
Estonia.

Omandit ei tohi kasutada ildiste huvide vastaselt.
Pohiseaduse paragrahvi 39 kohaselt on autoril védran-
damatu Gigus oma loomingule ja riik kaitseb autori

digusi.

Toostusomandi diguskaitset reguleerivates seadustes
on arvestatud muuhulgas Maailma Kaubandusorgani-
satsiooni (WTO) intellektuaalomandi diguste kauban-
dusaspektide lepingus (TRIPS-leping) ja Maailma
Intellektuaalomandi Qrganisatsiooni (WIPO) hallata-
vates lepingutes ning Euroopa Liidu Oigusaktides
satestatuga.

Toostusomandialaseid digusi saab omanik kaitsta
kohtu korras. Eesti Vabariigis on kolmeastmeline koh-
tustisteem. Té6stusomandialased kohtuasjad alluvad
PRatendiameti asukohajérgsele kohtule — Harju Maa-
kohtule.
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“The protection and enforcement of intellectual
property rights should contribute to the promo-
tion of technological innovation and to the trans-
fer and dissemination of technology, to the mutu-
al advantage of producers and users of techno-
logical knowledge and in a manner conductive to
social and economic welfare, and to a balance of
rights and obligations”.

Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights,
Article 7

The protection of industrial property is an inseparable
part of the constitutional legal order. Industrial prop-
erty is protected under 8 32 of the Constitution of the
Republic of Estonia, providing that the property of
every person is inviolable and equally protected.
Everyone has the right to freely possess, use, and dis-
pose of his or her property. Restrictions on the right of
ownership shall be provided only by law. Property is
not allowed to be used contrary to the public interest.
Under 8 39 of the Constitution, an author has the
inalienable right to his or her work and the state pro-
tects the rights of the author.

Estonian legislation regulating the legal protection of
industrial property has taken into account the provi-
sions of the Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of
Intellectual Property Rights (the TRIPS Agreement) of
the World Trade Organization and the agreements
administered by the World Intellectual Property
Organization as well as the legal acts of the European
Union.

Industrial property rights are protected in court. The
court system of the Republic of Estonia consists of
courts of three instances. Court cases related to
industrial property fall within the jurisdiction of the
court in the jurisdiction of which the Estonian Patent

Office is located — Harju County Court.

WIPO

Alates 5. veebruarist 1994 on Eesti Vabariik Maailma
Intellektuaalomandi Organisatsiooni (WIPQ) liige. Eesti
Vabariik on thinenud kdigi pohiliste WIPO hallatavate
toostusomandi kaitse alaste konventsioonide ja lepin-
gutega.

Eesti delegatsioon osaleb WIPO iga-aastasel taiskogul
alates aastast 1994. Patendiameti esindajad osalevad
WIPO-s Kesk-Euroopa ja Balti riikide grupi (Group
Central Europe and Baltic States) to6s ja samuti WIPQ
alaliste komiteede ning tddgruppide tegevuses.

Patendiamet teeb tihedat igapéevast koostood WIPO
Rahvusvahelise Biirooga patendikoostéélepingu (PCT),
markide rahvusvahelise registreerimise Madridi kokku-
leppe protokolli ja tddstusdisainilahenduste rahvusva-
helise registreerimise Haagi kokkuleppe Genfi redakt-
siooni alusel. 2007. aastal saatis WIPO Rahvusvaheline
Biiroo Patendiametisse ekspertiisi tegemiseks ja jous-
tamiseks Eesti territooriumil 11 rahvusvahelist patendi-
taotlust, 3199 kaubamargi rahvusvahelist registree-
ringut ning 70 tddstusdisainilahenduste rahvusvahelist
registreeringut.

Patendiameti alustas 2007. aastal ettevalmistustdod
Singapuri kaubamérgidiguse lepingu ratifitseerimiseks.

Patendiamet tegeleb WIPO juhendite ja maaruste muu-
datuste ning rahvusvaheliste klassifikaatorite uute
redaktsioonide rakendamise ja avalikkuse teavita-
misega ning samuti vBimaluse piires nende tolkimisega
eesti keelde. 2006. aastal anti eesti keeles vélja
“Rahvusvahelise patendiklassifikaatori kasutamise
juhend” ja alustati klassifikaatori pohitasandi tolkimist
eesti keelde.

WIPO

Since 5 February 1994 the Republic of Estonia is a
member of the World Intellectual Property Organization
(WIPO). The Republic of Estonia has acceded to core
level conventions and agreements administered by
WIPO in the field of industrial property protection.

The Estonian delegation has been attending the annual
meetings of the General Assembly of WIPO since 1994.
Representatives of the Estonian Patent Office partici-
pate in the work of Group Central Europe and Baltic
States, and in the work of WIPO standing committees
and working groups.

The Estonian Patent Office works in close daily cooper-
ation with the International Bureau of WIPO under the
Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT), the Protocol Relating
to the Madrid Agreement Concerning the International
Registration of Marks and the Geneva Act of the Hague
Agreement Concerning the International Registration of
Industrial Designs. In 2007 the International Bureau
filed with the Estonian Patent Office 11 international
patent applications, 3,199 international trademark reg-
istrations and 70 international registrations of industri-
al designs for examination and enforcement in Estonia.

In 2007 the Estonian Patent Office started with prepa-
ration for the ratification of the Singapore Treaty on the
Law of Trademarks.

The Estonian Patent Office works to implement the
amendments to WIPO guides and regulations and new
versions of international classifications. The Patent
Office is also involved in public information activities,
and as far as possible, the translation of WIPQ docu-
ments into Estonian. In 2006 the Guidelines for the Use
of the International Patent Classification was pub-
lished in Estonian. Besides, translation of the core
level of the Classification into Estonian began. In 2007
Sections A, G and H of the Classification were trans-
lated into and published in Estonian.

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WTO

liige alates 1999. aastast. Eesti téostusomandi kaitse
alased seadused on vastavuses WTO hallatava intellek-
tuaalomandi diguste kaubandusaspektide lepinguga
(Agreement on TRIPS).

Euroopa Liit

Eesti Vabariik thines 1. mail 2004 Euroopa Liiduga.
Eesti tédstusomandi diguskaitse slisteem on viidud
kooskdlla Euroopa Liidu nduetega. Patendiameti esin-
dajad osalevad Euroopa Liidu Noukogu ja Euroopa
Komisjoni téogruppide toos.

Euroopa Patendiorganisatsioon

Alates 1. juulist 2002 on Eesti tihinenud Euroopa paten-
dikonventsiooniga (EPC) ja on samast ajast Euroopa
Patendiorganisatsiooni taisliige (seisuga 31.12.2007 oli
taisliikmeid 32).

Patendiameti esindajad osalevad Euroopa Patendior-
ganisatsiooni haldusndukogu, eelarve- ja finantskomi-
tee ning patendidiguse komitee t88s ja mitmesuguste
toodgruppide to6s. Haldusndukogu ja komiteede t60
raames toimub tihe koosté6é Pdhjamaade patendi-
ametitega.

Patendiamet teeb igapéevast tihedat koostééd Euroopa
Patendiameti (EPO) struktuuritiksustega kahepoolsete
ja mitmepoolsete programmide raames. Patendieksper-
tiisi tegemisel kasutatakse EPO andmebaase ja EPO
ekspertiisijuhendeid. Pidevalt tdiendatakse EPO and-
mebaase Eestis valjaantud patentidega. 2007. aastal
joustus Eestis 871 Euroopa patenti.

WTO

Estonia has been a member of the World Trade
Organization (WTO) since 1999. Legal acts valid in Estonia
governing the protection of industrial property comply with
the Agreement on Trade Related Aspects of Intellectual
Property (TRIPS) administered by the WTO.

European Union

On 1 May 2004 the Republic of Estonia acceded to the
European Union. The legal system of industrial property
protection in Estonia has been harmonized with the
requirements of the European Union. The representatives
of the Estonian Patent Office participate in the working
groups of the Council of Europe and the European
Commission.

European Patent Organization

On 1 July 2002 Estonia joined the European Patent Con-
vention and became a full member of the European Patent
Organization (32 full members on 31 December 2007).

The representatives of the Estonian Patent Office par-
ticipate in the work of the Administrative Council of the
European Patent Organization, the Budget and Finance
Committee, the Patent Law Committee and several
working groups. There is close cooperation between
the patent offices of the Nordic countries in the frame-
work of the work of the Administrative Council and the
Committees.

The Estonian Patent Office works in close cooperation
with the European Patent Office (EPQ) within the
framework of bilateral and multilateral programmes.
Patent examination is carried out using EPO databases
and EPO examination guidelines. EPO databases are
constantly updated with new patents granted in
Estonia. In 2007 871 European patents were enforced
in Estonia.

EPO ekspert Asa Ribbe viis Patendiametis labi ECLA klassifikaatori kasutamise koolituse.

Asa Ribbe, an EPO examiner made a training on the use of the ECLA Classificator
in the Estonian Patent Office.
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EPO annab Patendiametile koolitus- ja infotehnoloogia-
alast abi ning finantseerib té6stusomandialaste metoo-
diliste materjalide védljaandmist. Seoses EPC 2000 jous-
tumisega 13. detsembril 2007 andis Patendiamet EPO
kaasfinantseerimisel vélja abivahendina Eesti taotle-
jatele 0Oigusaktide kogumiku, mis sisaldab Euroopa
patendikonventsiooni uue redaktsiooni ja kdigi selle
lisade mitteametlikke tdlkeid eesti keelde.

Patendiamet on l&htunud ja l&dhtub koostdds EPO-ga
tasakaalustatud todjaotusest. Euroopa Patendiv@rgus-
tiku (European Patent Network) raames alustas
Patendiamet 2007. aastal standard- ja eriotsingute
tegemist Eesti ja teiste riikide ettevotjatele.

Siseturu Uhtlustamise Amet
(OHIM)

1. mail 2004 (hines Eesti Vabariik Euroopa Liidu
kaubamérkide kaitse ja tddstusdisainilahenduste kaitse
stisteemidega. Uhinemine t8i kaasa OHIM-is registree-
ritud Uhenduse kaubamarkide ja Uhenduse disaini-
lahenduste automaatse joustumise Eesti territooriumil.
Seoses sellega on alates 2004. aastast Patendiametis
tehtava kaubamarkide ekspertiisi téémaht suurenenud
kordades. Toimub andmevahetus Patendiameti ja
OHIM-i vahel. Patendiameti esindajad osalevad OHIM-i
haldusndukogu, eelarvekomitee ja ekspertide tdogrup-
pide t60s.

Soome

Soome Patendi- ja Registrivalitsusega (PRH) jatkub
koost6d 15. aprillil 1992 alla kirjutatud koostédpro-
tokolli alusel. Korrapéraselt toimuvad t6tkohtumised
PRH juhtkonnaga. Toimuvad ametite spetsialistide vas-
tastikused tddalased kiilaskaigud. Tihenenud on info-
tehnoloogia-alane koost6o.

The European Patent Office assists the Estonian Patent
Office in training and information technology, and
finances the publication of industrial property method-
ological guides. Due to the enforcement of the EPC
2000 on 13 Dec. 2007 the Estonian Patent Office and
the EPO co-financed the publication of a compendium
of legal acts, including the new redaction of the
European Patent Convention and unofficial translations
of all annexes into Estonian, for the Estonian appli-
cants.

The Estonian Patent Office has and will base its coop-
eration with the European Patent Office upon a bal-
anced division of tasks. In 2007 the Estonian Patent
Office started to perform standard and special search-
es for the entrepreneurs of Estonia and the other states
in the framework of the European Patent Network.

Office for Harmonization in the Internal Market
(OHIM)

On 1 May 2004 the Republic of Estonia joined the
European Union system for protection of trademarks and
designs. Due to the accession Community trademarks
and designs registered by OHIM automatically became
effective in the territory of Estonia. As a result the work
volume of the Estonian Patent Office in the field of trade-
mark examination has rapidly increased (several times)
since 2004. The cooperation between the Estonian Patent
Office and OHIM is based on periodical exchange of data.
The representatives of the Estonian Patent Office partici-
pate in the work of the Administrative Board, the Budget
Finance Committee and working groups of OHIM.

Finland

Cooperation with the National Board of Patents and
Registration (PRH) of Finland continued under the coop-
eration protocol signed on 15 April 1992. The Estonian
Patent Office holds regular meetings with the manage-
rial staff of the PRH of Finland. Reciprocal business
trips of the specialists take place. Cooperation in infor-
mation technology has become closer.
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Pohjamaad ja Baltimaad

Alates 2004. aastast osaleb Patendiamet PGhjamaade
ja Baltimaade patendiametite koostdos.

Toimuvad patendiametite peadirektorite korralised ndu-
pidamised, kus arutatakse t66stusomandi-alaseid prob-
lemaatilisi kiisimusi maailmas ja Euroopas ning t66-
tatakse vélja tihised seisukohad.

Alates 2005. aastast osalevad Patendiameti eksperdid
Pohjamaade ja Baltimaade patendiametite vahelistes
kaubamérkide ja patentide todgruppides, kus thtlusta-
takse menetluspraktikat.

Jatkub koostdd Soome, Leedu, Lati ja Eesti patendi-
ametite vahel 5. detsembril 2006 alla kirjutatud vas-
tastikuse mdistmise memorandumi raames.

Nordic and Baltic countries

The Estonian Patent Office has taken part in coopera-
tion of the patent offices of the Nordic and Baltic coun-
tries since 2004. Regular meetings of the director ge-
nerals of the Nordic and Baltic countries have been
held, where problematic issues of industrial property in
the whole world and Europe have been discussed and
joint statements have been worked out.

Since 2005 the examiners of the Estonian Patent Office
have taken part in the work of the trademark and patents
waorking groups on harmonization of the examination pro-
cedure between the Nordic and Baltic countries.

Cooperation between the patent offices of Finland, Lithu-
ania, Latvia and Estonia continues in the framework of the
Memorandum of Understanding signed on 5 December
2006, continues.

Martsis toimus Pdhja- ja Baltimaade kaubamdrgi- ja togstusdisainitdogrupi
koosolek Reykjavikis, millest votsid osa ka ka Eesti Patendiameti esindajad.

In March a meeting of the trademark and industrial design working group
of the Nordic countries and the Baltic states in Reykjavik. Representatives
of the Estonian Patent Office participated in it, too.

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Leiutised

Leiutistele on vdimalik taotleda patendikaitset voi kait-
set kasuliku mudelina 23. mail 1994 jBustunud paten-
diseaduse ja kasuliku mudeli seaduse alusel.

2007. aastal esitati 63 patenditaotlust, sh PCT taotlusi
11, tehti patenditaotluste kohta 411 menetlusotsust ja
anti valja 185 patenti ning esitati 124 kasuliku mudeli
registreerimise taotlust, tehti kasuliku mudeli regist-
reerimise taotluste kohta 66 menetlusotsust ja regist-
reeriti 61 kasulikku mudelit. Eesti taotlejad esitasid
44 patenditaotlust ja 117 kasuliku mudeli registreeri-
mise taotlust. Rahvusvahelisi patenditaotlusi edasisaat-
miseks WIPO-sse esitasid Eesti taotlejad 26. Seisuga
31. detsember 2007 oli menetlusse jadnud 1106 patendi-
taotlust ja 95 kasuliku mudeli registreerimise taotlust.

Alates 1. juulist 2002 on Eesti Vabariik Euroopa Paten-
diorganisatsiooni tdisliige. Euroopa patendikonvent-
siooni alusel on alates 1. juulist 2002 vdimalik the
Euroopa patenditaotlusega taotleda leiutisele digus-
kaitset kdigis konventsiooni liikmesriikides. Eesti koda-
nikel ja residentidel on vdimalus esitada Euroopa
patenditaotlus kas Eesti Patendiameti kaudu vdi otse
Euroopa Patendiametile. Aastail 2002—-2007 ei ole Eesti
taotlejad Eesti Patendiameti kaudu Euroopa patendi-
taotlusi esitanud. Patenditaotlusi saab esitada EPO-le
ka elektrooniliselt.

Alates 2003. aasta maist annavad patendiosakonna
eksperdid patenditaotluste ja kasuliku mudeli re-
gistreerimise taotluste koostamise alal vdikeettevot-
jatele ja flisilistele isikutele tasuta konsultatsioone.
Kokku anti 2007. aastal konsultatsioone 186 isikule
145 tunni ulatuses.

Alates 1. jaanuarist 2006 on kasutusele voetud rahvus-
vahelise patendiklassifikatsiooni 8. redaktsioon. Sel-
leks, et paremini rahuldada eri tasanditel kasutajate
vajadusi, on klassifikaator alates 8. redaktsioonist
kahetasandiline, koosnedes pohitasandist ja edasiaren-
datud tasandist. Eesti Patendiametis on kasutusele
voetud edasiarendatud tasand. Patenditaotluste imber-
klassifitseerimine toimub jooksvalt menetluse kéigus.
Alates 2. aprillist 2007 alustati siseriiklike esmaste
patenditaotluste ja kasulike mudelite registreerimise
taotluste klassifitseerimist Euroopa patendiklassifikat-
siooni ECLA alusel. Patendiekspertide poolt alustati IPC
alaklasside tolkimist eesti keelde. 2007. aastal said
valmis valdkondade A, G ja H alaklasside tdlked.

Inventions

Inventions can be protected as patents or utility models
under the Patents Act and the Utility Models Act, which
entered into force on 23 May 1994.

In 2007 63 patent applications were filed, including 11
PCT applications, 411 decisions on patent applications
were issued and 185 patents were granted, 124 regis-
tration applications of a utility model submitted and 66
decisions on utility models were issued and 61 utility
models registered. Estonian applicants filed 44 patent
applications and 117 registration applications of a uti-
lity model. Estonian applicants filed 26 international
patent applications for forwarding to WIPO. The number
of pending applications on 31 December 2007 was 1,106
patent and 95 registration applications of utility model.

Since 1 July 2002 the Republic of Estonia is a full member
of the European Patent Organization. Since that time it is
possible to obtain patent protection in all member states
to the Convention by filing a single application under the
European Patent Convention. Estonian citizens and resi-
dents can file a European patent application via the
Estonian Patent Office or directly with the European
Patent Organization. From 2002 to 2007 Estonian appli-
cants did not file any European patent applications.
European patent applications may be filed with the
European Patent Office also electronically.

Since May 2003 the examiners of the Patent Depart-
ment started to organize free consultations to small
and medium-sized enterprises as well as natural per-
sons on how to prepare patent and utility model appli-
cations. 145 hours of consultations were provided to
186 persons in 2007.

The 8th edition of the International Patent Classification
has been used since 1 January 2006. The 8th edition of
the Classification is on 2 levels — a basic level and an
advanced level — in order to meet the needs of different
users. Advanced level has been taken into use in the
Estonian Patent Office. Re-classification of the patent
applications is carried out consecutively in the course of
examination. On 2 April 2007 classification of national
primary patent applications and applications for registra-
tion of a utility model under the European Patent
Classification (ECLA) started. The patent examiners start-
ed to translate the subclasses of the IPC into English.
Translation of Sections A, G and H was completed in 2007.
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Guests from the National Board of Patents and Registration of Finland visiting the
Estonian Patent Office.

Patendid

Patendikaitse antakse teaduse ja tehnika kdigi valdkon-
dade leiutistele, sh ravimitele. Patendiga ei kaitsta taime-
sorte ja loomatduge ning raviviise ja diagnoosimeetodeid
inimeste ja loomade raviks ning haiguste diagnoosimi-
seks.

2007. aastal esitatud patenditaotlustest esitasid Euroopa
Liidu liikmesriikide taotlejad (v.a Eesti) 14%, USA taotle-
jad 5% ja Eesti taotlejad 70% esitatud patenditaotluste
koguarvust.

Seoses Eesti Euroopa Patendiorganisatsiooni taisliikmeks
saamisega langes esitatavate patenditaotluste arv.
Aastal 2003 esitati patenditaotlusi ~15% vahem, aastal
2004 ~80% véhem, 2005. a ~35%, 2006. aastal ~34% ja
2007. aastal ~91% véhem kui aastal 2001 vdi 2002.

2007. aastal esitati patenditaotlusi rahvusvahelise
patendiklassifikatsiooni jargi jargmiselt:

Patendiamet kontrollib esitatud patenditaotluse vas-
tavust vorminduetele ja teeb leiutise kohta tdiseksper-
tiisi, kontrollides leiutise dlemaailmset uudsust, leiu-
tustaset ja todstuslikku kasutatavust.

2007. aastal seisnesid patenditaotluste tagasi-
likkamise ja tagasivotmise peamised pohjused selles,
et menetluse kdigus oli patenditaotluse joushoidmise
eest noutav riigildiv tasumata jaanud (77,1%) voi ei
vastanud leiutis patentsuse kriteeriumidele (12,4%).

Patenditaotluste menetluse kestus on keskmiselt 4,5
aastat. Patenditaotlus avaldatakse 18 kuu moddumisel
esitamise kuupdevast vOi prioriteedikuupdevast.
Patendi valjaandmiseks loetakse leiutise registreeri-
mine patendiregistris. Patendiomanikule antakse tra-
ditsiooniline patendikiri.

Patent kehtib 20 aastat patenditaotluse esitamisest
arvates ja selle jdushoidmiseks tuleb iga kehtivusaasta
eest tasuda riigilGivu.

Patents

Patent protection is granted to inventions of all fields of
science and technology, including medical products.
Patent protection is not granted to plant or animal vari-
eties and to methods for treatment of the human or ani-
mal body and diagnostic methods practiced on the
human or animal body.

Distribution of patent applications filed in 2007 by coun-
try of origin was as follows: 14% of the applications
came from the member states of the European Union
(excluding Estonia), 5% from the U.S.A. and 70% from
Estonia.

The number of patent applications has fallen due to
Estonia’s accession to the EPO. In 2003 the number
dropped by 15%, in 2004 by 80%, in 2005 by 95%, in
2006 by 94% and in 2007 by 91% compared with 2001
and 2002.

The Estonian Patent Office examines the compliance of
filed patent applications with the formal requirements
and carries out substantive examination of the inven-
tion, examining the novelty of the invention worldwide,
the inventive step and industrial applicability.

In 2007 the reasons for rejection or withdrawal of
patent applications were the non-payment of the state
fee paid in respect of a year of continued validity of the
patent application (77,1%) and the non-compliancy of
the invention with the patentability criteria (12,4%).

The average duration of the examination of a patent
application is 4,5 years. The patent application is pub-
lished after 18 months from the filing date or priority
date. The registration of the invention in the register of
patents is deemed the grant of a patent. A traditional
letters patent is issued to the patentee.

The term of validity of the patent is 20 years from the
filing date of the patent application; a renewal fee
must be paid for each year of validity.

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Alates 1. jaanuarist 2000 kehtib tdiendav kaitse medit-
siini- ja taimekaitsetoodetele, mis on jous kuni viis
aastat pdrast patendi kehtivusaja I6ppemist. Aastal
2007 esitati 5 tdiendava kaitse taotlust meditsiini- ja
taimekaitsetoodetele ja kokku on neid 2000. aastast
alates esitatud 18.

Patendist tulenevaid vaidlusi lahendatakse tédstus-
omandi apellatsioonikomisjonis ja kohtus. 2007. aastal
ei vaidlustatud dhtegi Patendiametis patenditaotluse
kohta tehtud otsust.

Alates 2000. aastast on ekspertide t66 normeeritud
ning sellest tulenevalt on kehtestatud tulemuspalgad.
2007. aastal oli Ghe vanemeksperdi aastanorm 40
otsust. Aasta kokkuvdtteks taitsid kdik véljadppinud
eksperdid pghinormi.

Since 1 January 2000 medical products and plant pro-
tection prroducts enjoy supplementary protection that
is valid for 5 years at the expiry of the patent. In 2007
5 applications for supplementary protection of medical
and plant protection products were filed; that makes 18
applications altogether since 2000.

Disputes concerning patents are resolved in the
Industrial Property Board of Appeal and in court. In
2007 no decisions made by the Estonian Patent Office
on patent applications were appealed to the Board of
Appeal.

Since 2000 normative standards have been fixed for
examiners who receive normative pay based on their
work results. In 2007 the annual normative standard
was 40 decisions, which was met by all trained exa-
miners by the end of the year.

Euroopa patendid

Leiutisi saab Eestis kaitsta Euroopa patendiga alates
1. juulist 2002, mil Eesti sai Euroopa Patendiorgani-
satsiooni tdisliikmeks. Nimetatud kuupdevast alates on
Euroopa patendikonventsiooni alusel vdimalik Eestit
Euroopa patenditaotluses mérkida riigina, kus kavatse-
takse joustada Euroopa patent. Samuti on Eesti ja
valisriikide isikutel Eesti Patendiameti kaudu v@dimalik
esitada Euroopa Patendiametile (EPO) Euroopa patendi-
taotlusi.

Euroopa patendi joustamiseks Eestis peab patendi-
omanik esitama Eesti Patendiametile kolme kuu jooksul
EPO poolt Euroopa patendi véljaandmisest teatamisest
arvates patendikirjelduse tdlke eesti keeles ja tasuma
selle avalikustamiseks ettendhtud riigildivu. Tdiendava
riigildivu eest on voimalik tolke esitamise tahtaega pi-
kendada kahe kuu vdrra.

Eestis kehtiv Euroopa patent on diguslikult vordne Eesti
patendiga. Patendiamet peab Eestis kehtivate Euroopa
patentide registrit.

Euroopa patendi joushoidmiseks Eestis peab patendi-
omanik EPO poolt Euroopa patendi valjaandmisest
teatamisele jargnevast kehtivusaastast alates tasuma
iga jérgneva kehtivusaasta eest riigildivu. Joushoid-
mise riigildivu voib tasuda kuni kuus kuud enne tasu-
mistdhtpdeva voi tdiendavat riigildivu tasudes kuni
kuus kuud péarast tasumistahtpdeva. Tasumistdhtpaevaks
loetakse selle kalendrikuu viimane paev, millal Euroopa
patendi kehtivusaasta algab.

Esimesed Euroopa patendid joustusid Eestis 2004. aastal.
Kokku oli 2007. aasta Idpuks Eestis 1540 Euroopa patenti.
Eestis joustamiseks esitatud Euroopa patentide arv néitab
aeglast, kuid pidevat kasvutendentsi.

European Patents

Inventions can be protected by the European patent in
Estonia since 1 July 2002, when Estonia became a full
member of the European Patent Organization. Estonia
can be designated in the European patent application
as a state, where the European patent is intended to be
enforced. Besides, Estonian and foreign applicants can
file a European patent application via the Estonian
Patent Office to the European Patent Office (EPQ).

In order to enforce the European patent in Estonia the
proprietor should file a translation of the patent speci-
fication into Estonian with the Estonian Patent Office
within 3 months from issuing a notification of the grant
of the patent by the European Patent Office and pay the
prescribed fee for making it available to the public. It is
possible to extend the term for submitting the transla-
tion by 2 months upon payment of an additional state
fee.

The European patent valid in Estonia is legally equal to
the Estonian patent. The Estonian Patent Office keeps
the register of the European Patents valid in Estonia.

In order to keep the European patent valid in Estonia
the proprietor of the patent has to pay a state fee for
each year of validity after the notification of the grant
of the European patent by the European Patent
Organization. The state fee for keeping the validity of
the patent can be paid up to 6 months before the due
date for payment of the fee or up to 6 months after the
due date for payment of the fee in case of paying the
supplementary fee. The due date for payment of the fee
is the last day of the calendar month, when the year of
validity of the European patent starts.

The first European patents entered into force in Estonia
in 2004. By the end of 2007 the total number of the
European patents validated in Estonia was 1540. The
number of the European patents to be validated in
Estonia is slowly, but permanently increasing.
European patent applications to be forwarded to the
European Patent Office had not been filed with the
Estonian Patent Office by the end of 2007.

In 2007 applicants from the member states (excl.

Only new inventions involving an inventive step and
capable of industrial application may be protected as
utility model. In the course of processing a registration
application of a utility model, the Estonian Patent
Office solely examines the compliance of the applica-
tion with the formal requirements. The applicant for a

and industrial applicability of the invention. If the
invention is not new or industrially applicable, any per-
son may file an action in court for revocation of the re-
gistration.

Where the registration application complies with the
requirements, the invention is registered in the register
of utility models and the Estonian Patent Office issues
a utility model certificate. The average duration of the
processing of a utility model registration application is
3 months.

The term of legal protection of a utility model is 4 years
from the filing date. After that the term of protection
may be renewed for up to 10 years by paying the
renewal fee: initially for 4 years and after that for
another 2 years.

Viimatinimetatu alusel on lisaks tavapéarasele regist-
reerimisvdimalusele kdigil Euroopa Uhenduse territoo-
riumil avalikustatud todstusdisainilahendustel auto-
maatselt 3-aastane kaitse kopeerimise vastu.

1. aprillist 2004 on jous tddstusdisainilahenduste rahvus-
vahelise registreerimise Haagi kokkuleppe Genfi redakt-
sioon. Todstusdisainilahenduste kaitsmiseks Haagi siis-
teemi kaudu tuleb esitada inglis- vdi prantsuskeelne
taotlus Maailma Intellektuaalomandi Organisatsiooni
Rahvusvahelisele Biiroole Genfis, mérkides é&ra riigid, kus
kaitset soovitakse. Riigikogu vottis 22. novembril 2007
vastu seadusemuudatuse, mille kohaselt on tulevikus voi-
malik rahvusvahelisi taotlusi esitada ka Patendiameti
vahendusel. 31. detsembri seisuga oli véimalik selle siis-
teemi kaudu kaitset taotleda 23 riigis, pdev hiljem lisan-
dus ka Euroopa Uhendus.

Pohjamaadest ja Balti riikidest on Haagi siisteemiga
ihinenud Island ja L&ti, ihinemisettevalmistusi teevad
Norra, Taani, Soome, Rootsi ja Leedu. Pdhjamaade
ihinemist takistas seni WIPQ I8ivude madal tase, mis
ei katnud ametite kulutusi. Sigisel 2007 kiitis Haagi
Liidu assamblee heaks uue |divude struktuuri, mis
taotlejate jaoks tédhendab kill kulutuste tdusu, kuid
peaks suurendama siisteemis osalevate riikide hulka.

10. augustil 2007 joustus tddstusdisainilahenduse
méadarus, mis koondab iihte digusakti varem eri maarustes
sisaldunud nduded. Uus maéarus sdtestab Patendiametile
esitatavate dokumentide (sealhulgas taotluse) vormi-
nouded ning reguleerib registriandmetega tutvumist,
Eesti Todstusdisainilahenduse Lehe ja tédstusdisaini-
lahenduse tunnistuse véljaandmist.

Eestis rakendatakse tddstusdisainilahenduste regist-
reerimisel avaldus- ehk registreerimissiisteemi.

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Industrial Designs

In Estonia it is possible to apply for protection of indus-
trial designs pursuant to the Industrial Designs
Protection Act, which entered into force on 11 January
1998. Since 1 May 2004 the legal acts of the European
Community on industrial designs, including the Council
Regulation 6/2002/EC of 12 December 2001 on legal
protection of the Community designs, are in force in
Estonia. Pursuant to this Regulation besides the exist-
ing ordinary possibilities for registration all industrial
designs disclosed to the public within the territory of
the European Community shall automatically have a
3-year protection against copying.

Since 1 April 2004 the Geneva Act of the Hague
Agreement Concerning the International Registration of
Industrial Designs has been in force. In order to protect
an industrial design via the Hague system an applica-
tion either in English or French should be filed with the
International Bureau of WIPO in Geneva, designating
the countries where the applicant wants to obtain pro-
tection. Riigikogu passed a change of law on 22
November 2007 pursuant to which it will be possible to
file international applications also via the Estonian
Patent Office. On 31 December it was possible to apply
for protection via this system in 23 countries, a day
later also in the European Community.

Iceland and Latvia from the Nordic countries and the
Baltic states have acceded with the Hague system.
Norway, Denmark, Finland, Sweden and Lithuania are
making preparations for accession. Low level of WIPO
fees, which did not cover the expenses of the offices,
prevented the Nordic countries from accession until
now. In 2007 the Assembly of the Hague Union
approved of the new structure of fees, which means an
increase of expenses for the applicants, but would also
increase the number of countries participating in the
system.

On 10 August 2007 the Industrial Designs Regulation
entered into force. It assemblies into one legal act all
the requirements which were earlier included in differ-
ent regulations. The new regulation prescribes the for-
mal requirements for the documents (incl. an applica-
tion) filed with the Estonian Patent Office and regu-
lates acquaintance with the data from the register,
publication of the Industrial Design Gazette and the
grant of an Industrial Design Certificate. It is essential
for the applicants to know that the requirements for
numbering the reproductions of industrial designs have
changed.

In Estonia industrial designs are registered by formal
examination system. The Estonian Patent Office does
not examine the industrial design as to its novelty, indi-
vidual character, industrial applicability or the right of
a person to file the application. The rights of the owner
of the registered industrial design may be contested in
court.
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Kuigi taotluste arv 2007. aastal langes, elavnes huvi
téostusdisainilahenduste vastu. Patendiametis kéis
konsultatsioonil 55 inimest, (2006. a 47), lisaks anti
paljudele ndu telefoni ning e-posti teel.

Patendiamet tegi todstusdisainilahenduse registree-
rimise otsuseid kokku 269. Keeldumisteateid, mida
WIPO-sse saadeti 30, pdhjustas Eestis kehtiv ndue, et
taotlus voib sisaldada vaid (he tddstusdisainilahen-
duse, (ihe todstusdisainilahenduse variante voi t00s-
tusdisainilahenduste komplekti. Keeldumist on voimalik
vdltida, jagades rahvusvahelise registreeringu Eestis
eraldi taotlusteks, mis vastavad nimetatud noudele.

2007. aasta I8puks jai menetlusse 62 siseriiklikku taot-
lust ja 80 rahvusvahelist registreeringut. Toostusdisai-
nilahenduse menetluse kestus on keskmiselt 1-2 kuud.

31. detsembri 2007 seisuga on Eesti téostusdisainila-
henduste registris tddstusdisainilahendusi kokku 966,
Eestis Oiguskaitse saanud tééstusdisainilahenduse
rahvusvahelisi registreeringuid 539. Neile lisanduvad
287 677 Euroopa Uhenduse registreeritud toostusdi-
sainilahendust ja Euroopa Uhenduse registreerimata
todstusdisainilahendused.

Industrial design registration applications filed with
the Estonian Patent Office in 2007 numbered 122 (121
before division), which is 11% less than in 2006. 70
international industrial design registrations were
received under the Hague Agreement (128 in 2006),
which is significantly (45%) less than last year. As a
result of the division of the applications their number
increased to 131 by 31 December (192 in 2006).

Although the number of applications decreased in
2007, interest in industrial designs increased. 55 per-
sons had consultations in the Estonian Patent Office
(47 in 2006). Besides, many more received assistance
by phone or e-mail. Presentations on the tpoic of indus-
trial designs were made at the seminars on intellectu-
al property in Johvi, Tallinn, Saaremaa and Rakvere as
well as at the seminar on design at Estonian Academy
of Arts.

The Estonian Patent Office made altogether 269 deci-
sions on registration. 30 notifications of refusals were
sent to the WIPQO, as there is a requirement in Estonia
that an application may include only one industrial
design, variants of an industrial design or a set of
industrial designs. Refusal can be avoided by dividing
an international registration into separate applications
meeting this requirement in Estonia.

At the end of 2007 the number of pending national re-
gistration applications was 62 and pending internatio-
nal registrations was 80. The average duration of the
processing of an industrial design is 1 to 2 months.

The number of industrial designs entered in the
Register of Industrial Designs in Estonia on 31
December 2007 was 966. Legal protection in Estonia is
granted to 539 international registrations of industrial
designs. In addition to them there are 287, 677 regis-
tered Community designs and unregistered Community
industrial designs.

5. aprillil 2007 avas Patendiamet kaubamargitaotluste
elektroonilise esitamise portaali. Selles saab tdita ja
saata Patendiametisse kaubamérgi registreerimise
taotlusi ning vaadata oma varem esitatud taotlusi.
Vajalik on ID-kaardi ja selle lugeri olemasolu. Taotluse
voib taita igailks, kuid allkirjastada tohib seda ainult
taotleja ise (v0i teda esindav patendivolinik).

2007. aastal esitati 1980 kaubamargi registreerimise
taotlust, mis on 16% rohkem kui eelmisel aastal
(2006. a 1704). Eesti taotlejate esitatud taotluste arv
on samuti kasvanud. Kui 2006. a esitati 1284 taotlust,
siis 2007. aastal juba 1537, mis on 20% enam.
Kaubamargi rahvusvahelisi registreeringuid, milles
Eesti on margitud lepinguosaline, saabus 3199 (2006. a
3430). Mullusega vdrreldes saabus rahvusvahelisi re-
gistreeringuid 7% véhem. Kokku taotleti seega kaitset
5179 kaubamargile (2006. a 5134). Langustendents, mis
algas juba 2004. a seoses Eesti Uhinemisega Euroopa
Liiduga ja jatkus nii 2005.a kui ka 2006.a nii siseriik-
like kaubamarkide kui rahvusvaheliste registreeringute
osas, on peatunud (2004. a langus 14%, 2005. a langus
18%, 2006.a langus 1%). Kuigi rahvusvaheliste re-
gistreeringute osas on siiski vdike langus eelmise
aastaga vorreldes, on taotluste ja registreeringute
koguarv 2007. a tdusnud 0,9% ja seda tdnu Eesti
kaubamaérgitaotlejate aktiivsusele.

Aasta |0puks kehtis Eestis 426 221 registreeritud
Euroopa Uhenduse kaubamarki (sh 97 kaubamarki
Eestist), 30 777 registreeritud siseriiklikku kaubamarki
ja 28 612 rahvusvahelist registreeringut, millele
laieneb diguskaitse Eestis.
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Trademarks

Trademarks are registered under the Trade Marks Act,
which entered into force on 1 May 2004 and was
changed and amended both in 2005 as well as 2006.

The Trademark Regulation entered into force on 5 July
2004 and the changes and amendments entered into
force on 16 July 2007. The most important change was
the possibility to file applications electronically via the
web page of the Estonian Patent Office www.epa.ee.

On 5 April 2007 the Estonian Patent Office opened a
portal for electronic filing of trademark applications. It
enables to fill in and send registration applications of
trademarks to the Estonian Patent Office or look at the
earlier filed applications. The existence of an ID-card
and its reader are required. Anyone can fill in the form,
but solely the applicant (or a patent attorney repre-
senting him/her) can sign it. 10% of the applicants
used the possibilities of electronic filing of applica-
tions in 2007.

There are four possibilities to obtain legal protection

for a trademark in Estonia:

e by registering a trademark in the register of trade-
marks and service marks by filing an application with
the Estonian Patent Office;

e by registering a trademark with the International
Bureau of the World Intellectual Property Organi-
zation (WIPO) requesting legal protection in Estonia;

e by making a trademark well known in Estonia;

e by registering a trademark with the Office for Harmo-
nisation in the Internal Market (OHIM) as a Commu-
nity trademark.

In 2007 the number of trademark registration applica-
tions was 1,980, which is 16% more than last year
(1,704 in 2006). The number of applications filed by
Estonian applicants has also increased. 1,284 applica-
tions were filed in 2006, whereas 1,537 applications
were filed in 2007, which is 20% more. International
trademark registrations designating Estonia numbered
3,199 ( 3,430 in 2006). This means a 7% decrease com-
pared with last year. Thus in total 5,179 trademarks
were filed for legal protection (5,134 in 2006). A falling
tendency (14% fall in 2004, 18% in 2005, 1% fall in
2006), which began already in 2004 due to accession to
the European Union and continued in 2005 and 2006 in
both national and international trademarks, has
stopped. Although there is a slight decrease in the
number of international registrations compared with
last year, the total number of applications and registra-
tions in 2007 has increased by 0,9% due to active
Estonian applicants.

At the end of the year, 426,221 registered Community
trademarks (including 97 trademarks from Estonia);
30,777 registered national trademarks and 28,612
international registrations with protection extended to
Estonia were valid in Estonia.

The database of trademarks on the Internet, which
includes data about the registered and pending trade-
marks as well as international registrations designating
Estonia, is available to interested parties, including the
Customs authorities and the Police. The database is
updated once a week.

The examiners of the Trademark Department provide con-
sultations on the issues related to trademarks in the
office, by phone and by e-mail. 145 people were given
approximately 77 hours consultations in 2007.

Trademark applications will be fully examined on both
absolute (distinctive character) and relative (prior right)
grounds. The average duration of the examination of
trademarks is 12 months and international registrations
10 months.

Registered trademarks are published in the Estonian
Trademark Gazette twice — first, after the decision on reg-
istration of the trademark in Part | and second, after the
entry of a trademark in the register of trademarks and ser-
vice marks in Part Ill. International registrations are pub-
lished for appeal in Part Il of the Gazette.

Disputes concerning trademarks are resolved in the
Industrial Property Board of Appeal and in court.
Procedure in the Board of Appeal is compulsory before
court procedure. In 2007 the Industrial Property Board of
Appeal made 54 decisions on appeals. 33 of them were
satisfied, 21 were not satisfied. Of satisfied appeals 21
decisions were made on national trademarks and 12 on
international registrations. The Industrial Property Board
of Appeal made 9 decisions on appeals, 1 of them was
satisfied and 8 remained unsatisfied.

Toostusomandi apellatsioonikomisjon

2007. aastal jatkas Majandus- ja Kommunikatsiooni-
ministeeriumi juures iseseisva tddstusomandialaste
vaidluste lahendamise kohtueelse organina tegutsev
iiheksaliikmeline todstusomandi apellatsioonikomisjon
kaebuste ja vaidlustusavalduste lahendamist. Aasta
jooksul esitati komisjonile 66 kaebust ja vaidlustus-
avaldust. Pea kdik uutest kaebustest ja vaidlustusaval-
dustest puudutavad kaubamérke, erandlik on kaebus
patendiasjas.

Eelmiste aastatega vorreldes on esitatud kaebuste ja
vaidlustusavalduste arv 2007. aastal vahenenud kol-
mandiku vdrra. Selle pdhjuseks voib olla nii rahvusva-
heliste tddstusomandi diguskaitse vormide osatdhtsuse
tous kui ka Patendiameti otsuste kvaliteedi tdus.
Viimase kinnituseks: kui 2005. aastal rahuldas komisjon
Patendiameti otsuste peale esitatud kaebustest kahek-
sa ja 2006. aastal viis, siis 2007. aastal oli selliseid
otsuseid ainult tiks. Tdsi, kolmandiku vérra vahenes ka
ldbivaadatud kaebuste arv (2005. aastal lahendati 14
kaebust, 2006. aastal — 15, 2007. aastal — 9).

Komisjon tegi 2007. aasta jooksul 2004. aastal jous-
tunud menetluskorra alusel 62 otsust (kdik kaubamar-
giasjades; 2005. aastal — 52, 2006. aastal — 64).
Enamik otsuseid tehti vaidlustusavalduse asjades, see-
juures kasvas rahvusvahelisi kaubamarke puudutavate
otsuste arv ligi kahekordseks.

Industrial Property Board of Appeal

In 2007 the Industrial Property Board of Appeal, con-
sisting of 9 members and acting as an independent pre-
trial institution of solving industrial property disputes
at the Ministry of Economics and Communications, con-
tinued resolving of appeals and oppositions. 66 appeals
and oppositions were submitted to the Board during
this year. Almost all new appeals and oppositions con-
cern trademarks. One appeal in patent issue is excep-
tional.

Compared to previous years the number of the filed
appeals and oppositions has decreased by 1/3 in 2007.
Increase in the impact of the forms of legal protection of
international industrial property as well as increase in the
quality of the decisions made by the Estonian Patent
Office may be the reasons for it. The fact that the Board
satisfied 8 appeals on the decisions made by the Estonian
Patent Office in 2005 and 5 in 2006, whereas only one in
2007, confirms it. It is true that the number of appeals
looked through decreased by 1/3 (14 appeals were
resolved in 2005, 15 in 20086, 9 in 2007).

In 2007 the Board made 62 decisions (concerning trade-
marks; 52 in 2005, 64 in 2006) according to the proce-
dure, which entered into force in 2004. Most of the
decisions were made in oppositions, whereas the num-
ber of decisions on trademarks almost doubled. Several
procedures have still been stopped due to a dispute in
the possibility of agreement of the parties or in anoth-
er matter, also numerous procedures have been termi-
nated due to withdrawal of the appeal or opposition. In
2006 only one request for opposition was discussed at
the session.

Samuti toimus aasta algul koost6ds Eesti Kaubandus-
ja Tdéostuskoja Johvi esindusega infopdev Jdhvis.
Infopdev oli kaheosaline, millest tks pool oli vene-
keelne ja teine eestikeelne.

2007. aastal suurenes Patendiameti oppeklassis toimu-
vate seminaride osatdhtsus. Aasta jooksul korraldati
ettevotjatele neli seminari, mis hdlmasid nii kauba-
markide kui ka leiutiste osa, ning tks seminar TTU
Tallinna KolledZi &ridiguse tudengitele. Kokku osales
ameti dppeklassis koolitustel ligi 90 inimest.

Small-Sized Enterprise Support

Year 2007 was the second year of activities for the
Small-Sized Enterprise Support Division, which main
goal is to raise the awareness of the entrepreneurs and
the public in the field of legal protection of intellectual
property by arranging seminars, info days, consulta-
tions and participating in the fairs.

The year was full of work and successful for the divi-
sion. Several activities initiated in the previous year
continued. Besides, new cooperation projects were
started.

One of the priorities of the division was undoubtedly
raising awareness of the entrepreneurs in the counties.
So cooperation between the Division and the deve-
loping centres of the counties continued in 2007 by
arranging info days on intellectual property. In the
framework of cooperation info-days were held in
Kuressaare and Rakvere.

Info day in cooperation with Johvi representation of the
Estonian Chamber of Commerce and Industry was held
in Johvi in the beginning of the year. The info day was
in two parts; the first was in Russian and the second in
Estonian.

In 2007 the impact of the seminars held in the class-
room of the Estonian Patent Office rose. There were 4
seminars for the entrepreneurs both in the field of
trademarks and inventions as well as a seminar for the
students of Business Law of Tallinn College of Tallinn
Technical University. Approximately 90 people were
trained in the classroom.

Holbustamaks innovaatilistele lahendustele valis-
riikides toostusomandi kaitse saamist ning aitamaks
kaasa lahenduste drilisele rakendamisele Tallinnas
alustas Tallinna Ettevtlusamet 2006. aastal tddstus-
omandi esemetele patendikaitse vormistamise toetuse
vdljastamist. Moodustati hindamiskomisjon, kelle téds
osales kaks Patendiameti esindajat. Samuti tegi
Tallinna Ettev@tlusamet komisjonile esitatud taotluste
taiendava ekspertiisi vajaduse puhul koostéod
Patendiameti vastava eriala ekspertidega.

3.—4. oktoobril tahistati Tallinnas jarjekordset Tallinna
ettevotluspdeva. Sellel aastal osales juba teist korda
koostdopartnerina ka Patendiamet, korraldades kaks
seminari: ,Kasuta tddstusomandialast infot — ja leiuta-
mine on imelihtne!" ning ,Kaubamarkidest. Mis on
kaubamérk ja kuidas seda kaitstakse, kuidas valida
kaubamarki, mille kasutamise ja registreerimisega ei
teki hiljem probleeme?".

Lisaks seminaridele oli kahel pé&eval ettevotjatele
avatud ka Patendiameti infopunkt, kus anti intellektu-
aalomandi-teemalist informatsiooni, konsultatsioone ja
olid véljas Patendiameti véljaanded ning infomaterjal.

Also cooperation with Tallinn City Enterprise Board,
which started last year, continued successfully.

Tallinn City Enterprise Board started to provide benefits
to the items of industrial property for the grant of
patent protection to facilitate getting protection to the
innovative solutions of industrial property in foreign
countries and to support their application in business in
Tallinn in 2006. An Evaluation Committee was estab-
lished. Two representatives of the Estonian Patent
Office participate in its activities. Besides, in case the
submitted application requires further examination the
Committee of Tallinn City Enterprise Board does coop-
eration with the examiners of the special field of the
Estonian Patent Office.

On 3—4 October a subsequent Tallinn Entrepreneurship
Day was celebrated in Tallinn and the Estonian Patent
Office participated as a cooperation partner for the
second time by arranging 2 seminars: "Make Use of
Industrial Property Information and Inventing is
Simple!" and "About Trademarks. What is a Trademark?
How to Protect It? How to Choose a Trademark not to
Have Problems at Registration Later".

Besides the seminars, also an info centre of the
Estonian Patent Office was opened for the entrepre-
neurs on two days. It provided information on intellec-
tual property, consultations, and official gazettes of the
Estonian Patent Office as well as other publications.

This year for the very first time those who were inte-
rested had an opportunity to test their knowledge in the
field of intellectual property. The best one was awarded.

Traditionally two larger seminars were arranged for the
small-sized entrepreneurs in Tallinn.

On 26 April the Estonian Patent Office in cooperation
with WIPO celebrated the World Intellectual Property
Day for the seventh time by arranging a seminar "Small
and Medium-Sized Enterprises and Intellectual
Property".

In October the Estonian Patent Office in cooperation
with the European Patent Office arranged a seminar
‘Challenges and Risks at [P Protection” in the
Conference Centre of Meriton Grand Hotel in Tallinn.
87 was a record number of participants.

Infotehnoloogiaosakond tegeleb tarkvara ja arvu-
tivorkude kavandamise, installeerimise, arvutiside kor-
raldamise, andmebaaside hooldamise ja turvamisega,
infotehnoloogiavahendite hankimise ning tehnilise
teenindamisega.

2007. a lopuks oli Patendiametis kasutusel 80 tanapde-
va nouetele vastavat arvutitddkohta, mis on lilitatud
lokaalvorku ning varustatud e-posti ja internetiiihen-
dusega. Hetkel on infotehnoloogiaosakonna hallata
10 serverit (andmebaaside server, e-posti server,
kaubamérgiotsingu ACSEPTO server, veebiserver,
Intraneti server, digitaalse dokumendihalduse server,
failiserver, Persona server, avalike andmebaaside ser-
ver, kaubamarkide elektroonilise esitamise server).
Patendiameti kodulehekiiljelt http://www.epa.ee/, mis
on tehnilise poole pealt samuti infotehnoloogiaosakon-
na hallata, vdib leida pdhjalikku informatsiooni t6ds-
tusomandi Oiguskaitse kohta. 2007. aastal lisandusid
kaubamargi ning tédstusdisainilahenduse avalikele
andmebaasidele ka patendi, Euroopa patendi ja kasu-
like mudelite avalikud andmebaasid, kus on ka leiutiste
tdiskirjeldused.

Menetluse toimingute haldamiseks kasutatakse tark-
vara Common Software (CS), mis on olnud kasutusel iile
kimne aasta. Nimetatud tarkvara on pidevalt tdien-
datud ning kasutusel on versioon 3.3.1. CS-ga on integ-
reeritud ka automatiseeritud andmesisestuse tarkvara
SPIRIT (Euroopa patendid) ning  SPIRIT-MECA
(kaubamarkide rahvusvahelised registreeringud). Kuna
Euroopa Uhenduse kaubamérgid kehtivad 2004. a maist
alates ka Eestis, siis suurenes ekspertiisiks kasutatava
otsingubaasi kirjete arv seitse korda. Seetdttu voeti
2006. aasta Iopus kasutusele kaubamarkide figuratiivse
ja verbaalse otsingu uuendatud tarkvara ACSEPTO
\/7.05.7, mille kasutamine hdlbustab kaubamérkide
ekspertiisi. Hiljuti lisati ACSEPTO otsingubaasi ka
lisaks Eestis kehtivate ja Euroopa Uhenduse
kaubamérkidele veel embleemide, ametlike kontroll- ja
garantiimarkide ning rahvusvaheliste valitsustevahe-
liste organisatsioonide nimetuste andmed, mida kaits-
takse té6stusomandi kaitse Pariisi konventsiooni artikli
6 ter alusel.

2007. aasta aprillist on avatud kaubamarkide elekt-
roonilise esitamise portaal, mille kaudu saab esitada
digitaalselt allkirjastatud kaubamérgi registreerimise
taotlusi Patendiametisse kohale tulemata.
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Information Technology

The Information Technology Department is responsible
for the creation and installation of software and com-
puter networks, administration of computer networks,
maintenance and security of databases, purchasing of
information technology equipment and provision of
technical services.

By the end of 2007 the Estonian Patent Office had 80
modern workplaces, which were integrated into the
local network and supplied with the Internet connec-
tion and e-mail. Today the Information Technology
Department administers 10 servers (the database
server, e-mail server, the trademark search server
ACSEPTO, the web server, the Intranet server, the digi-
tal document management server, the file server,
Persona server and the public databases server, server
for electronic filing of trademarks). The Information
Technology Department administers technically the
homepage of the Estonian Patent Office: www.epa.ee,
which provides thorough information on legal protec-
tion of industrial property. Besides the database of
trademarks and the database of industrial designs, also
public databases of patents, the European patents and
utility models with full descriptions of the inventions
became available in 2007.

Common Software (CS) is used in the Patent Office for
administering the procedures of the examination. It has
already been used for more than 10 years and it is reg-
ularly updated. Now Version 3.3.1 is in use. CS inte-
grates automated data entry software SPIRIT (European
patents) and SPIRIT-MECA (international trademark
registrations). As the Community trademarks are valid
in Estonia since 2004 the number of entries in the data-
bases increased 7 times. Therefore the Estonian Patent
Office started to use figurative and verbal searches
software ACSEPTO V7.05.7 to facilitate trademark
examination procedure in the end of 2006. Recently
besides trademarks valid in Estonia and Community
trademarks also data of the emblems, official control
and warranty signs and names of international inter-
governmental organisations under protection in comp-
liance with Article 6 ter of Paris Convention for the
Protection of Industrial Property.

Since April 2007 a portal for electronic filing of trade-
marks has been available. So digitally signed applica-
tions for registration of trademarks can be filed without
coming to the Office.

The rates of the state fees are specified in
the State Fees Act. The state fees accrue in the state bud-
get, the Estonian Patent Office is responsible for the
supervision of accruing and accounting of the state fees.
