2004. aasta 1. maist on Eesti Vabariik Euroopa Liidu

Last year the Estonian Patent 0ffice published its se-

venth annual report which was supposed to bring good

news. Hopefully that was true. The eighth report

brings news 0f the activities of the Patent Office in
2004. But the news is not always good, it is just dif-
ferent. So let's take a closer look.

ln 2004 the Estonlan Patent Office continued t0 0per-

ate as a national patent office and a member of the

European Patent 0rganisati0n. We became more

involved in the actlvities of the Eur0pean Patent

0rganisation, encountered new problems and learned

how these problems are solved at European level. We

cann0t say that the major international organisation

which presently has 30 member states enjoys c0nsen-

sus on all issues. This was demonstrated already at

the election of the president of the Eur0pean Patent

0ffice And disagreements continued over other

issues, e.g. granting Finland the status of an

lnternational Searching Authorlty and lnternational

Preliminary Examining Authority under the Patent

Cooperation Treaty (PCT). Everyone seemed t0 support

the Finnish candidacy, but several votes 0n the matter

showed inconsistency between one's words and

actions. But on the whole the cooperation with the

European Patent 0ffice was successful. Complex prob-

lems and contradictory behaviour characterize the

work of the Administrative Council of the European

Patent 0rganisation. As the countries of Europe are

different so are their goals.

Since 1 May 2004 the Republic of Estonia is a member

Kaubamiirkide

ekspertiis muutus seitse korda mahukamaks, mis oma-

korda nOuab jdrjest v0imsamat inf0tehnoloogilist
varustatust, et oma tiiodega toime tulla. Asjaolud on

niisugused, et tdomaht on kasvanud, kuid t0dtajate arv

mitte.

UtOlunut on eeimainitud iihinemised toonud kaasa pea

igas maas patendi- ja kaubamdrgita0tluste v6hene-

mise, seega siis ka patendiametite sissetulekute lan-
guse Taotlejad ei pea enam esitama omi taotlusi lgal
maal eraldi. Nad saavad oma 0igused kdtte mdrksa

vdiksema arvu taotlustega rahvusvaheliste organisat-

sioonide kaudu, kelle liikmeteks on paljud maad,

nende hulgas ka Eesti. Nii mOnelgi maal on ta0tluste
langus olnud ajutine. Teatud aja m0odudes on

taotluste arv jdlle kasvama hakanud, mitte vdga jar-

sult, ent siiski. Tahaks l00ta, et nii lriheb ka Eestis. Nii
palju, kui teada, ei ole patendiametite sissetulekud

kuskil langenud alla vajalike kulutuste taseme, ent

mdrgatavalt vtihenenud need siiski on.

Et jOuda 500 000

taotluseni, kulus Maailma lntellektuaalomandi 0rga-

nisatsioonil(WlP0)22 aastat, seejdreljOuti 1 000 000

taotluseni nelja aastaga.

Patendiametisse laekus 2004. aastal 6355 kaubamrirgi

registreerimise ta0tlust. Kehtivaid kaubamdrke oli
moodunud aasta viimasel prieval riiklikus registris
31 805.

Patenditaotlusi laekus 124, sealhulgas Eesti taotlejailt
27. Eesti ta0tlejad 0n pisut aktiviseerunud, see teeb

r06mu. Fiiiisi I iste lt isi kute lt patend itaotl uste esita m ise

eest v0etavat l6lvu vdhendali 75o/o v0rra, mis teeb

ta0tluse esitamise majanduslikult vaieldamatult hOlp-

samaks. Samal mddral on vdhendatud l0ive ka teiste
toclstusomandi liikide kaitsetaotluste eest. Kasuliku

mudeli taotlusi esitati 85, neist Eesti taotlejailt 78.

of the European Union. This brought along changes in

the work pr0cesses of the Estonian Patent 0ffice

Estonla also became a member 0f the Office 0f
Harmonization for the lnternal Market which basically
is a Trademark Office of the European Union. The

effect was that the number of trademarks valid ln

Estonia grew significantly, reaching the total of
320,000 - 340,000 trademarks. There was a sevenfold
rise in the work of trademark examiners, requiring
more powerful information technology to c0pe with
the work load Although the work volume has

increased considerably, the number of staff members

has not.

As a result of the accession t0 the EU and 0HlM. the
number of patent and trademark applications, and sub-

sequently the income 0f patent offices, fell in almost
every c0untry. Applicants are no longer required to

submit separate applications in each country where
protection is sought. Legal rights can be obtained by

filing fewer applications through international organi-
sati0ns which have many members, including Estonia.

ln some countries the fall in the number of applica-
tions was temporal and after a while the number start-
ed to rise, even if not very steeply This is what we
hope will happen in Estonia As far as is known, the
income of patent offices has not dipped below neces-

sary expenditures in any c0untry, though a fall has

been recorded.

The Estonian Patent 0ffice had enough work during the
year 2004, and if the state of affairs continues, will
have for years t0 come. We have no reas0n t0 believe
that people will stop inventing or doing buslness, on

the c0ntrary. Just as a little example: it took WlP} 22

years t0 raise the number of applications filed under

the Patent Cooperation Treaty t0 500.000, but it took

only 4 years to double that number.

The Estonian Patent 0ffice received 6,355 trademark

registration applications in 2004.0n 31 December

2004 the number of valid trademarks entered in the

state register was 31,805.

The Patent 0ffice received 124 patent applications, 27

applications were by Estonian applicants We are

delighted that Estonian inventors have been more

active lately. The fee for natural persons for applying
f0r a patent was reduced by 75ok that unquestionably

makes the filing of applications financially less bur-

densome Application fees charged for other industrlal

ler and dissemination of technology, to the mutu-
al advantage ol producers and users of techno-
logical knowledge and in a manner conductive to
social and economic welfare, and to a balance of
rights and obligations".

Agreement 0n Trade-Related Aspects 0f lntellectual pr0perty Bights,
Article 7

The protection of industrial pr0perty is an inseparable
part of the c0nstituti0nal legal order. lndustrial prop-
erty is protected under 5 32 of the C0nstitution 0f the
Republic of Estonia, providing that the property of
every pers0n is inviolable and equally protected.
Everyone has the right to freely possess, use, and dis-
pose of his or her pr0perty.0nly law specifies restric-
tions on rlght of ownership. Property is not allowed to
be used contrary to the public interest under S 3g of
the Constitution, an author has the inalienable right to
his or her work and the state prOtects the rights of the
author.

Estonian Iegislation regulating the legal protection of
industrial property has taken into acc0unt the provi-
sions of the TRIPS Agreement of the World Trade
0rganization and the agreements administered by the
World lndustrial Property 0rganisation as well as the
legal acts of the European Union.

Restrictions on the right of ownership can only be pre-
scribed by law. lndustrial property rights are pr0tected
in court. The court system of the Fepublic of Estonia
consists of courts of three instances. Proceedings
treating industrial pr0perty fall within the jurisdiction
of the courts in jurisdiction of which the Estonian
Patent 0ffice is located - the Tallinn City Court and
the Tallinn Administrative Court.

European patent appli-
cations may be filed with the EPO also in electronic
form. EP0 is continuously working to improve the elec-
tronic filing system to make filing procedures simpler
and as paper-free as possible.

Since May 2003 the examiners of the Patent
Department started t0 organise free consultations to
small and medium-sized enterprises on how t0 prepare
patent and utility model applications. l26 hours of
consultations were provided in 2004.

The average duration of the examination of a patent

application is 4.5 years. The patent application is pub-

lished after 18 months from the filing date or priority
date. The registration of the invention in the state regis-
ter 0f patents is deemed the grant 0f a patent. Traditional
letters patent is issued to the patentee.

The term 0f the patent is 20 years from the filing date of
the patent application; a renewal fee must be paid for
each year of validity.

Since 1 January 2000 medical products and plant protec-

tion products enjoy supplementary protecti0n that is valid

for 5 years after the end of the term of the patent. ln 2004

two applications for supplementary protecti0n of medical

and plant protecti0n pr0ducts were filed; that makes

6 applications altogether since 2000.

Disputes concerning patents are resolved in the lndustrial

Property Board of Appeal and in court. ln 2004 no deci-

sions made by the Estonian Patent 0ffice on patent appli-
cations were appealed to the Board of Appeal.

Since 2000 normative standards have been fixed for
examiners who receive normative pay based on their
work results. ln 2004 the annual normative standard for

0n 1 April the Geneva Act of the Hague Agreement
Concerning the lnternational Deposit of lndustrial
Designs entered into force. Community deslgn rights
took effect on 1 May. lt means more choices for entre-
preneurs: people interested in the European market,
can obtain protection in all countries of the European
Community by filing a single application. Protection is

obtained through the system of the international reg-
istration of industrial designs. Applications must be
filed with the lnternati0nal Bureau of WlP0 in English
or in French designating the countries in which protec-
tion is sought Thus, legal protecti0n in the territory of
Estonia is granted to industrial designs registered in
Estonia, international registrations designating
Estonia, European Community registrations and unreg-
istered industrial designs.

Granting protection t0 unreglstered industrial designs
is an interesting aspect of the Community design pro-

tecti0n system. lt is especially beneficial to industries
where styles and models change quickly over time, e.g

to the clothing industry. All industrial designs which
have been disclosed to the public within the European
Community shall be granted a 3-year term of protec-
tion against imitation (copying).

The number of industrial designs entered in the
state register of industrial designs in Estonia on

31 December 2004 was 71 5 {see Annex 4). No interna-
tional registrations of industrial designs have entered
into force so far. The number of valid Community
design registrations on 31 December was 77,000. ln

Estonia industrial designs are registered by publica-
tion or registration system The Estonian Patent 0ffice
does not examine the industrial design as to its novel-
ty, inventiveness and industrial applicability or the
right of a pers0n to file the application. 0nly the com'
pliance of the appllcation with the formal require-
ments for the registration {the form, contents, filing
dates of the documents) and the compliance of the
design with the definition of the industrial design are

Until 30 April 2004 trademarks were registered under
the Trademark Act which entered into force on
1 Ofiober 1992. 0n 1 May 2004, the day Estonia
acceded to the European Union, new Trademark Act
entered into force.

0n 1 May 2004 another new act in the field of indus-
trial property which governs the activities of the
Patent 0ffice and the activities of the lndustrial
Property Board of Appeal - the Principles of Legal
Begulation of lndustrial Property Act - came into
e ffe ct.

lmp0rtant amendments to the Trademarks Act with
effect from 1 May are the following:

o principle of exhaustion of rights which was changed
t0 extend the rights of the trademark holder,

o obligation of use of a trademark which strengthens
the conditions for use of trademarks,

. use of a trademark on the lnternet which determines
when it is considered the use of a trademark in
Estonia.

In 2004 the number of trademark registration applica-
tions was 1,824 {see Annex 3) which is g% less than
last year (2,007 applications in 2003). Then again the
activity of Estonian applicants has qrown. ln 2003
domestic applicants filed 1,058 applications. ln 2004
the number was 1,241 which is a 1lo/o rise.
lnternational trademarks registrations designating

Geographical Indications

The Geographical lndication Protection Act entered

into force on 10 January 2000.

An amendment t0 the act entered into force on 1 May

according to which geographical indications of agri-

cultural products, foodstuff and alcoholic beverages

which are protected on the Community level are no

longer governed by national law.

Law prescribes the use of a publication 0r registration
system for the registration of geographical indica-

tions. A geographical indication may be verbal or figu-

rative. The applicant may be the producer, process0r,

preparer of the good or the renderer of the service, an

association of such persons 0r c0nsumers 0r a c0mpe-

tent office of the country of origin.

Legal protection is granted with the registration of the

indication in the State Reglster of Geographical

lndications; a corresponding ann0uncement is pub-

lished in the 0fficial Gazette of the Estonian Patent

0ffice. In 2004 no applications for the registration of a

geographical indication were filed. From 2000 t0 2004

five geographical indications were registered, one

application was deleted from the register in 2004.

According to the Council of the European Union regu-

lations 2081/92lEC and 91817004lEC, the Ministry of

Agriculture forwarded an application to the European

Commission for protection of 2 geographical indica-

tions in the territory of the European Community.

Industrial Property Board of Appeal

The lndustrial Property Board of Appeal (hereinafter

the Board of Appeal) is, according to the Principles of
Legal Regulation of lndustrlal Property Act and its
statutes, an independent authority with the c0mpe-
tence t0 carry 0ut precourt examination of appeals
lodged by the applicant for industrial property rights
(hereinafter the applicant) against the decisions of the
Patent 0ffice and t0 settle disputes between interest-
ed persons and applicants 0r owners in the cases pre-

scribed in the industrial property acts. The Board of
Appeal operates in the area of government of the
Ministry of Economic Affairs and Communications; the
members of the Board of Appeal shall be appointed by

the minister.
The year 2004 brought along changes in the rules of

procedure, legal grounds for the operation and staff
membership of the Board of Appeal. From now on the
procedure shall be in writing. Unlike previous legisla-
tion, the Principles of Legal Regulation of lndustrial
Property Act with effect f rom 1 May 2004 differenti-
ates between:
. appeals lodged by the applicant against the

decisions of the Patent Office; and
o revocation applications lodged by interested

pers0ns against the applicants for the registratlon
of a trademark or the patent holder.

The last proceedings do not concern the Patent 0ffice.
ln case of appeals, the party to the proceeding n0t sat-
isfied with the decision of the Board of Appeal may

appeal to administrative c0urt. ln case of revocation
applications, the party to the proceeding not satisfied
with the decision of the Board of Appeal may appeal to
civil court by way of an action, or if a substantial pro-

cedural violation has been committed on the part of
the Board of Appeal, to administrative court.

ln 2004 the Board of Appeal had 10 members (includ-

ing chairman and assistant to chairman). The Board of
Appeal operates in the area of government of the
Ministry of Economic Affairs and Communications; the
affairs of the Board of Appeal are managed by the sec-
reta ry.

The present Board of Appeal inherited 173 pending

appeals from the previous board; new procedural rules
for appeals have temporarily slowed the examination
pr0cess. 102 trademark appeals and requests for the
revocation of a trademark were submitted with the
Board of Appeal in 2004. No appeals were filed
against decisions 0n other industrial property units.

Information Technology

The lnformation Technology Department is responsible
for the creation and installation of software and com-
puter networks, administration of computer networks,
maintenance and security of databases, purchasing of
information technology equipment and provision of
technical services.

By the end of 2004 the Estonian Patent 0ffice had 7g
modern workplaces which were integrated into the
local network and supplied with the lnternet c0nnec-
tion and e-mail. Today the lnformation Technology
Department administers 7 servers (the database serv-
er, the e-mail server, the trademark search server
Acsepto, the web server, the lntranet server, the digi-
tal document management server and the file server).
ln the f ramework of cooperati0n with the Ep0, the
Estonian Patent Office received and installed 9 com-
puters and seven 20"monitors.

The Common Software (CS) has been in use in the
Patent 0ffice for administering grant and registrati0n
procedures already since 1gg6 and it is regularly
updated. ln 2004 a new version 3.2.4 was introduced.
The advantage of the Common Software comes from
its f lexibility. When legislation is amended, the inf or-
mati0n system can be reorganized without changing
the source code. lntegrated with the Common
Software are aut0mated data entry software pro-
grammes SPIRIT {European patents) and SplRlT MECA
(international trademark registrations). Future plans
involve introducing an improved Common Software
version CS S0PRAN0 which is an internet technology
based software appl ication.

Since 2002 the Estonian Patent 0ffice uses fiqurative
and verbal searches software ACSEPTO V5.2 to facili-
tate trademark examination procedure. ln cooperation
with the representative of the Jouve Company, new
software for scanning 0f patent d0cuments, the Ep0
ScanSystem, was installed in 2004 which replaced the
previous Jouve ScanSystem. The Estonian patent doc-
uments are available at the patent database
Espacenet.
